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1. Central Quotation:
Some 2000 Roma belonged to the League of Communists (Report on Serbia 1998), the single party united under Tito, but this was not the limit of their political activity. In contrast to some of the other Eastern European countries, in Tito´s Yugoslavia, the Roma were free to organize- at least on a cultural plane. (Kenrick, 406)


2. This essay was written to be informative in nature, and as such, does not carry an argument. It speaks to the situation and reality of the Roma in the Former Yugoslav republics, as well as their situation and reality during Tito’s rule in Yugoslavia. The article describes both a wide rage of variation in their situation from republic to republic. The article also describes a meaningful decline in the Former Yugoslav Roma’s situation since Tito’s death.   

3. Question:
A good question worth asking might be: How did the other ethnicities within Yugoslavia regard the Yugoslav Roma? It would be interesting to know if their this knowledge might have helped to predict and avoid the events which took place.


4: Experimental Connection:
It is truly unfortunate how badly the situation in Yugoslavia declined for the Roma, as well as for virtually all of the former-Yugoslav groups. From in watching ethnic conflicts unfold in the Old World, it seems that perhaps the problem can be traced back to the concept of ethno-national territories and states.

5: Textual Connection:
It would be interesting to know if the social status and living standards that the Roma enjoyed prior to the breakup of Yugoslavia may have connections to the Ottoman Empire model of Roma policy. Perhaps they were treated as harshly in the 20 century, simply because they were not treated harshly in other times. 


Ottoman Empire: civil status of Gypsies preserved but lower than that of non-Gypsies. Policy aim: maintenance of the statue quo, but with the option of voluntary assimilation. (Marushiaikova and Popov, 44)


6: Implications: The Yugoslav model of minority rights represents a possibility for even states which retain ethno-national territory concepts, can have their citizens live in harmony.
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
