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1) CENTRAL QUOTATION

“Sedentarism, for a Gypsy or a Traveller, is an objective fact, not a subjective one. He may live in a house, or in a caravan without wheels, and still retain a nomadic mind-set”

2) ARGUMENT

In this text, Liegeois develop 3 main topics, number, name and accommodation of Roma. Through these 3 topics, he shows how Roma are mostly misunderstood and their culture unknown. Indeed wrong or pejorative terms are used to designate them, whereas some important confusion is done concerning their way of life. 
Therefore Liegeois enlighten us some important concept or definition of different Roma groups. First of all he tries to estimate the number they are in Europe, which is often underestimate in census due to fear of states repression. Further he explains historical grounds of their names and shows, it mostly comes from some pejorative characteristic, which imprecise designate them. Lastly concept of nomadism is a mind-set, which means that Roma can live in a sedentary way but keep this nomadic spirit.
3) QUESTION

I would find interesting to understand why this community always remained unknown by a huge majority of people? And why their integration seems still not achieve, whereas Jews although they suffered similar discrimination seem to take fully part in the West-European societies?  

4) EXPERIMENTAL CONNECTION

As a French student, I find this text very relevant. Indeed Roma in France –called quite always in some depreciated terms- are defined more as an invisible myth like in a way “black” people at the beginning of the XXth century. “Gypsies stole and will attack you with knife…” seems to be two relevant thing people “know” about them. That is why reading this text accentuated in my opinion the French weak knowledge on this topic, even if approximately 300 000 Roma live there…
5) TEXTUAL CONNECTION
“Many gypsy groups in these countries do not want to considered as Roma, many more do not wish to declare their ethnic identity for fear of repression, while others frequently cannot understand the questionnaires; and in many cases, censures are carried out by officials who, in dealing with Gypsies, deliberately or inadvertenly alter the information they have obtained.”
 This quotation from Marushikova and Vesselin’s text shows also how census of Roma is problematical, how their number remains uncertain and that not only because of their fear claiming Roma.
6) IMPLICATIONS

Concerning the implication, I will only refer to one sentence of the text concerning the strong Roma natural growth. This implies a strong development of their population and even more of their average among European weak growing population. Therefore the necessity to improve their integration and fight against any segregation should be a main topic of European security.
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
