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1. Central Quotation- ŇThe core thesis of this critique is that unless pervasive anti-Cyganism is rooted out, and Roma are treated as ÓsubjectsÓ rather than ŇobjectsÓ an end to discrimination, poverty and inequality, a kind of pan-European apartheid, is illusory. Their victimization is grounded both on racism and socioeconomic class antagonisms, coupled in some corners of the continent..with an animus against Islam. Romani destitution highlights the garden of stark contradictions that Eastern Europe under neo-liberalism has become.Ó
 

2. Argument- In this article Templer argues that the plan of the Decade of Roma Inclusion does not adequately focus on ending anti-Roma racism and that it also does not properly include Roma in the processes of the Decade. He argues that the only way to improve conditions for the Roma in Europe is to eliminate deeply-rooted racism in European society, and to integrate Roma as leaders of this work, as ŇsubjectsÓ rather than Ňobjects.Ó

3. Question- Templer advocates making Roma ŇsubjectsÓ rather than ŇobjectsÓ, but I wonder if he could have further explored the many obstacles which prevent Roma from acting as Ňsubjects.Ó  How do their socioeconomic conditions, and limited access to education prevent them from speaking out in their own support? 

4. Experiential Connection- The United States is a good supporting connection to TemplerŐs argument, as we have seen here that while most explicitly racist laws have been abolished in the last 150 years since the abolition of slavery, without concerted efforts to eliminate racism within the whole of society, conditions of African-Americans in the United States have been slow to improve. 

5. Textual Connection- ŇThe Decade of Roma Inclusion, 2005-2015, is an initiative adopted by eight countries in Central and Southeast Europe, and supported by the international community. It represents the first cooperative effort to change the lives of Roma in Europe. An action framework for governments, the Decade will monitor progress in accelerating social inclusion and improving the economic and social status of Roma across the region.Ó
  This quote, from the Decade of Roma Inclusion web site in response to the question ŇWhat is the Decade?Ó supports Mr. TemplerŐs fears that the issue of racism is not being properly addressed in the Decade, as it at no point mentions discrimination or anti-Cyganism.  Similarly, this quote seems to posit Roma as objects (Ňthe first cooperative effort to change the lives of RomaÓ
 ), a position which Mr. Templer believes will limit the effectiveness of the Decade.

6. Implications- The above quote is a good summary of the aims of the Decade of Roma Inclusion, emphasizing that it is the first movement of its kind in Europe and stressing its ultimate goal, to improve Ňthe economic and social status of Roma across the region.
 Ó While this quote does not mention all of the factors that Mr. Templer believes are important, it does show a dedicated effort to achieve gains for European Roma. 
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
